We are inviting applications from doctoral students in the Humanities at the Hebrew University for the Tikvah Exchange Fellowships, Hebrew University-Princeton University. We plan to award between 2-5 fellowships.  Each fellowship will extend up to $50,000 per student (depending on factors such as family status and need). HU's students will be hosted by Princeton’s Tikvah Project on Jewish Thought as well as by the departments most relevant to their respective fields. HU students will have the status of visiting research students at Princeton and they will receive library privileges and some assistance with housing from the University.  
The visiting students will have the privilege of taking part in the intellectual community at Princeton, creating connections with key faculty members, other graduate students, and the Tikvah Foundation visiting fellows.  

The application should include the following documents:

a. An updated cv

b. An updated research program

c. Two letters of recommendation

d. A statement of purpose (500 words), written in English, which will specify the following points: 

i. What are the wider implications of your research, and what larger questions does it raise beyond your own specialized field of study?

ii. Describe an undergraduate course and a graduate course that you would like to develop and teach.

iii. Describe your goals for the next five to ten years. Provide a preliminary description of your post-doctoral research project.

Once submitted, the applications will be reviewed by the PhD Honors Program's Committee at HU and the short list will be sent to Princeton. The final list will be determined by all the respective committees of HU, PU and the directors of the Tikvah Foundation.
