Tali Kleiman will talk about "When goals collide: the effects of non-conscious goal conflicts"

The ideas presented in these talks will hopefully lead to a lively discussion and brain storming of all participants. Insights from Profs. Aarts and Custers are much anticipated as they are prominent researchers in the field. 
Session 2:

A symposium-like gathering on Monday, November 23rd, in which both Profs. Aarts and Custers will present their work.
Prof. Aarts will talk about "More news from nowhere: the unconscious origin of motivated human behavior"

Prof. Custers will talk about "Conscious experiences from unconscious sources: goals, outcomes, and self-agency"
